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· Before making a decision to purchase a property at auction you should inspect the property and if required take a builder or architect along to advise you as no representation or warranty is made in relation to the state or repair of the property. 

· Read the legal pack that will be available from the auctioneers and if required get advice from your solicitor. It is deemed that prospective purchasers have made the usual pre-Contract Searches and enquiries. 

· Arrange sufficient finances before the auction. You will need a deposit of £3000 or the full value of the property whichever is the greater, to be paid at the auction with the remainder being due in 28 days (although this can be extended with agreement of the seller).

· The successful bidder is under a binding contract as soon as the auctioneer’s gavel falls on his / her bid. Thereafter he / she is required to provide the auction staff with their name, address and details of their solicitors, to sign the memorandum of sale, and pay the required deposit and buyers premium before leaving the room. Failure to comply with this procedure can result in the property being re-offered.

· Prospective purchasers should read the General Conditions of Sale and any Special Conditions of Sale available from the auctioneers or at the auction and note any Addendum before bidding. 

· Any measurements referred to in the particulars of the lot are approximate and may vary slightly. They are for guidance and do not form part of the contract. Any plans or photographs published are for the convenience of prospective purchasers and do not form part of the contract.

· Reference to any fixtures or fittings does not imply they are in working order or tested as fit for purpose. Purchasers should establish the working conditions of these appliances themselves.

· All information in the particulars of sale refers to current terms and subject to change. Purchasers are advised to refer to the legal documents for details.

· The auctioneers reserve the right to amend the order of sale, refuse bids or withdraw lots. In the event of any dispute the auctioneers decision is final.

· Prospective purchasers are advised to contact the auctioneers prior to the auction to ascertain if a particular lot has been withdrawn or sold prior to the auction. The auctioneers or vendors cannot be held responsible for any losses, damages or abortive costs incurred by prospective purchasers.
